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What is fire?
The process of combustion or burning of inflammable materials (like paper, wood, cloth, etc.) producing heat and light and (often) smoke.
Steps of preparedness

Before a Fire:

· With your family, plan two escape routes for each room of the house and agree on a safe meeting place outside your home. 

· Check your smoke alarms once a month.
During a Fire:

· Crawl low under the smoke to escape

· Carefully feel all doorknobs with the back of your hand before opening the door. If the doorknob is cool, open the door slowly. If the doorknob is warm, find another way out.

· If you cannot get outside, hang a sheet or something bright outside the window so firefighters can find you.

· If you clothing catches on fire, STOP, DROP, AND ROLL!

· Once you are outside, stay outside. Call 911 and go to your family’s meeting place.

After a Fire:

· Contact your local American Red Cross chapter to see how we can help your family recover from the fire.
