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 Make a Family 

Disaster Plan

In case of an emergency, it is important to have a disaster plan in order to stay safe.  Meet with your family to plan for disasters.  You must know what to do in case of an emergency while you are at home, school, or away from home. Share responsibilities with family members and work together as a team.

· Talk with your family about that type of disasters that affect your area (examples Fires, Hurricanes, and Floods)

· Choose at least two places to meet

Right outside your home in case of a sudden emergency such as a fire

Outside your neighborhood (possibly at a friend’s or relative’s house) in case you can’t return home or you have to evacuate

· Plan how you will take care of your pets in an emergency (ex. Housing, food, etc)

· Learn how and when to shut off utilities (electricity, water, and gas)

· Ask someone from the fire department to show you how to use a fire extinguisher

· Review your family disaster supplies and build a disaster kit. Replace your food and water every six months.

· Tell everyone in your household where emergency information is kept. Carry a wallet card with emergency contact information with you at all times.

· Practice your emergency drills at home and school.
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
