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Disaster Separation
You may be separated from family members during or after a disaster. Here’s what to do: 
· Make sure you stick together with family or close friends that are with you after the disaster. 

· Do not travel alone.

· Memorize names and symbols of organizations or Government agencies that help during and after disasters.

*A red cross for American Red Cross (ARC)

· If you get separated, find a police officer or call 911 at the nearest pay phone for help.  Explain that you got separated from your family, be prepared to list the names, phone numbers, and describe how your family looks.  Follow the police instructions. 
· During a disaster, another way to get in touch with l0ved ones is by going to this website, https://disastersafe.redcross.org/ . The new site allows a displaced person to register at the site and list certain information, i.e. home address, phone number, email address.  Relatives or friends of the displaced person can then search by the identifiers that the displaced person offers.  When a match occurs, the messages that the relative might see are based on a selection of responses provided to the displaced person.  There are also links to other helpful sites at https://disastersafe.redcross.org/.  Remember people without home computers can always go the public library for web access and assistance on using computers. 

If there is a hurricane, https://disastersafe.redcross.org/  is one resource that can get people back in touch with loved ones. 

· Report the name and place of your family’s emergency contact person that is part of your plan. (Click here for a copy of an emergency contact card.)
