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Basic Aid Training (BAT)


This course, which may be led by any responsible adult, introduces 8-10 year olds to the emergency action steps, Check, Call, Care as well as to the basic first aid procedures for:


Breathing difficulties


Bleeding 


Poisoning


Burns


Shock


Other emergencies








The Course design includes twelve units, each of approximately 30 minutes in length. 





Materials available for the program consist of a Leader instructional manual, individual participant’s booklet, and an optional video.





The program is recommended to meet one of the Wolf Cub Scout or Bear Cub Scout requirements for the Emergency Preparedness BSA Award.
